You are going to be writing a letter from back in the 1800’s.  The point of view of this letter will be First Person.  
Start by making three decisions:  


•Decide on an old-fashioned name for yourself!


•Decide which job you have at the logging camp (jack, dentist, cookee, teamster, push, ice crew, road monkey...).


• Decide to whom you’d be writing (?wife, mother, daughter/son, mother/father, brother/sister, fiance...).

Use the formal language of the 1800’s.  (Don’t say “Hey, waz up?!”   Instead you would inquire, “Greetings, dear mother, how is your health?”  OR  “Hello, George, how are you doing?”)  

Use the guidelines below for  the body of your letter. (6-9 sen.s long = ea. paragraph)

1st Paragraph:  Make comments about the last letter you received from your friend/relative.  (“I enjoyed hearing about  your deer hunting adventures. Did your buck really have 20 points?” )


2nd&3rd Paragraphs:  Write as if this happened to YOU (in First Person!). Use 3-4 events that would happen in a typical day at a logging camp to explain to your friend/relative.  (Think back @ what happened in the book, also look at the notes and think of the photos we looked at.)   Use  8+ logging camp terms from the glossary in the front of Blackwater Ben.


4th Paragraph:  Write some closing comments and ask questions for your friend/relative to reply back to you in another letter. 

Use proper Friendly Letter format. Check that you have these in the proper place on the paper. DO NOT ABBREVIATE!
